Business people love to
solve problems, but business people cannot spearhead this indefinitely. It is time for the body of
Christ to rise and shine!



One day, as I was wrapping up, I noticed an abandoned
church bulletin with the following message, handwritten:

Thomas Paine, a founding writer, explains a fundamental of the faith:

Scripture teaches clearly, that the primary role of government is to “punish evil” and “reward good”.
Romans 13:3-4

“For rulers are not a cause of fear for good behavior, but for evil. Do you want to have no

fear of authority? Do what is good and you will have praise from the same; for it is a
servant of God to you for good. But if you do what is evil, be afraid; for it does not bear
the sword for nothing; for it is a servant of God, an avenger who brings wrath on the one
who practices evil.”

Everyone looks to somebody else to “punish” the evildoers in society. Yet, we all want “patronage”—
the produce of society. Customers. A good job. A place to live. An education. Yet, the unmet role of
government today, is to be a punisher. Biblically? Justice. In our own homes, we punish bad behavior,
and reward good. Time to do this in our statehouse. Scripture is clear—a civil leader is a servant of
God. If they aren’t punishing evil and praising good, then they are not “God’s servant for our good”.

You will succeed to “build the wall’. Pastors and elders will “raise up generations” (Isaiah 58:12) within their
youth groups. Believers will run the races marked out for them—congregations will be instructed in civics as their Christian
duty. Micah Beckwith made the promise to teach constitution every month in High Schools around the state. He will publicly
expose any superintendents who try to block his efforts. The restoration of Israel always involved civil leader’s working in
concert with Church leaders. This is not dirty politics. This is duty. Friends, this is the story of Nehemiah and the rebuild-
ing the walls of Jerusalem.

Doing politics for a disinterested church is sin. It’s like cleaning the bedroom of a messy child, hoping
they will appreciate your efforts, and start doing it themselves. They will not. They must be disciplined to take ownership.
As one Christian engages in politics, they “know the good they ought to do”, and joyfully do it. That is what we are doing
friends! However, when other Christians refuse—"it is sin for them”. Therefore, we must discipline the body of Christ to
“clean the house” alongside us. If we make it easy for them to leave the job to us, then we are also sinning. How? By clean-
ing the room for the lazy child. We are enabling their inaction. Tithing and volunteering for politically neutral churches?
Rewarding bad behavior. The hand of care, cannot say to the foot of political conquest, “I don’t need you”.
